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Abstract

A number of Thai consumers have consumed alcoholic beverages for a long time.
Both international and Thai public health authorities have highlighted the adverse health
and social effects of alcohol consumption using the Excise Tax Act of 2017 and the Alcohol
Control Act of 2008 to regulate production and consumption. Few producers control the
production of alcoholic beverages in Thailand, both on the white spirits and beer markets.
Resulatory restrictions and high production costs prevent new producers from entering the
market. The "Progressive Liquor Bill" was proposed to amend the draft Excise Tax Act to
permit new and small producers to produce alcoholic beverages. In 2022, the Ministry of
Finance has issued a ministerial regulation reducing some restrictions on community liquor
and beer-type alcoholic beverages in order to lessen production control. However, white

spirits and brown spirits remain subject to some restrictions.

In addition to requesting that production restrictions be loosened, alcohol-related
entrepreneurs have also demanded that alcohol control measures include restrictions on
advertising, labels and packaging, and sales hours. As for time-limit control, there are two
important issues: eliminating the sale restriction between 2:00 and 5:00 p.m. and extending

the opening hours of entertainment venues in special areas until 4:00 p.m.

The study examines three proposals: (1) allowing small-scale producers to produce
alcoholic beverages; (2) removing the prohibition on alcohol sales between 2:00 and 5:00
p.m.; and (3) establishing special areas for night tourism to permit the sale of alcoholic
beverages from 11:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m. the following day. This study investigates the health

and social costs as well as the economic benefit.

Framework

We investigate the effect of changes to all three measures on changes in consumer

decisions regarding alcohol consumption. Utilizing experimental questionnaires to evaluate



potential situations, we assess consumer decisions. Next, the consumption changes are used

to calculate the health and social costs and economic benefits of increased sales.

Allowing small-scale producers to produce alcoholic beverages.

To assess the economic and social consequences of allowing small producers to
produce alcoholic beverages without restrictions, this study collected data from 1,220
individuals in six provinces representing every region of the country using questionnaires.
Based on the actual population, the sample consisted of people who drank and did not
drink alcohol in the past year, with proportions determined by gender, age, and residence

within and outside the municipality.

This study randomly divided participants into the Control Group and the Treatment
Group. In Controlled Group they were presented with a hypothetical scenario in which the
law still prohibits small producers from manufacturing beverages. In other words, there are
ten product categories from which to choose: Thai beer, foreign beer, craft beer, Thai wine,
foreign wine, Thai white liquor, foreign white liquor, illegal liquor, Thai-colored liquor, and
foreign colored liquor. Respondents will select varying quantity levels. The respondents are
provided with three random prices for each product type. The respondents in the Treatment
group were presented with a scenario in which the (draft) Progressive Liquor Act went into
effect. This will lead to an increase in the number of microbreweries. A new local category
of alcoholic beverages is more accessible and offers a greater variety of flavors. Expected
new types of alcoholic beverages include minor Thai white liquor and small Thai spirits.

Additionally, the price of craft beer will decrease from its current level.

We estimated that if small producers were permitted to produce alcoholic
beverages, pure alcohol consumption would increase by 18.51 percent, or 1.32 liters per

person per year.

In addition, the researcher estimated the cross-price elasticity of demand for various

types of alcoholic beverages using the Poisson Fixed-Effect method. All three types of new

Vi



alcoholic beverages were found to be suitable replacements for major Thai beers. and the
leading Thai white liquor producer. Nevertheless, it is important to note that the three new

types of alcoholic beverages are complementary products.

The economic evaluation is derived from the change in the purchase price of all
alcoholic beverages. It was determined that the value of alcohol consumption increased by
45,863,331 million baht (present value in the year 2023), while the estimated health and
social costs are based on the increase in the amount of pure alcohol consumed by the
population as a result of the liberalization of production. When multiplied by the health and
social costs of alcohol consumption from Montarat Thaworncharoensap et al. (2022), the

health and social cost equals 30,673.55 billion baht (value in the year 2021).

Additionally, in-depth interviews with small-scale producers were conducted for this
study. If small-scale producers were permitted to produce alcoholic beverages, the value of
small-scale production of Thai craft beer and white spirits would increase. will be distributed
at a higher rate to domestic raw material owners and workers than major Thai beer and

white spirits brands.

In conclusion, reducing production restrictions will expand the range of available
alcoholic beverage products. Moreover, consumers will consume more alcohol. By
consuming fewer beverages from the same large producers (large Thai beer), tax increases
will positively impact reducing alcohol consumption. Nonetheless, the reorganization that
imposes different tax rates by levying larger taxes at a higher rate or by providing a small

benefit will improve the income distribution and decrease overall consumption.

Removing the prohibition on alcohol sales between 2:00 and 5:00 p.m.

We discovered that the majority of alcoholic beverages are consumed at home and
purchased from grocery and convenience stores. The majority of home purchases and

consumption occur between 5:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.
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While nearly half of the respondents (43.3%) consume alcoholic beverages outside
the home, the majority of drinking occurs infrequently (less than once per month) and in
restaurants. Between 11 a.m. and 2 p.m. and 2 p.m. to 5 p.m., only 3% to 4% of out-of-

home drinkers consume alcohol.

Alcohol consumption would increase if restaurants were permitted to open for
additional sales at 2:00 p.m., according to the statistical estimations derived from the
experimental situation. However, this effect will diminish as beverage prices rise. For
instance, if a beverage costs 40 baht per standard unit, an additional hour of exposure will
consume 0.16 more standard units, whereas if the beverage costs 80 baht per standard unit,

the effect is reduced to 0.042 units per additional hour.

Considering the prevalence of drinking in restaurants and the effects of the
experiment, health and social costs will rise by 70,617,643 baht, while alcohol sales will rise

by 577,625,592 baht.

In conclusion, removing the prohibition from 2:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. has increased
alcohol consumption at lunchtime restaurants. As a result, the total consumption volume
did not change much. Although the drinking habits of most Thais, both at home and in

restaurants, are after 5 p.m., tax controls are more effective than service hours controls.

Establishing particular areas for night tourism to permit the sales of alcoholic

beverages from 11:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m. the following day

To evaluate the economic outcomes and social costs If a particular area for the sale
of alcoholic beverages is designated for nightlife. By extending the opening hours of
entertainment venues until 4:00 p.m. on new days, this study collected survey data from a
sample of Thai tourists and 300 foreigners from four special areas: Khao San Road, Bangkok,
Walking Street, Pattaya, Chonburi, Patong Beach, Phuket, and Chaweng Beach, Samui District,
Surat Thani. The respondents were then asked to respond to questions based on a

hypothetical scenario in which they consumed beverages from an entertainment venue in a

special tourist zone during regular business hours with a situation where drinks can be
consumed after midnight by establishing a range of drink prices. Additionally, they inquired

about alcohol consumption patterns.

Approximately 65 percent of Thai tourists drink outside of their homes, according to
their behavior. Also, drinking in a restaurant typically occurs once a month or occasionally.

Foreign tourists have different drinking habits than locals.

Statistical estimates derived from the experimental situation indicate that alcohol
consumption would increase if more entertainment venues were permitted to begin selling
alcohol at midnight. This effect, however, will diminish as beverage prices increase, for
instance, if a standard unit of a beverage costs 70 baht. If a standard unit of alcohol costs
160 baht, an additional hour of opening will result in Thai and foreign tourists drinking 0.44
and 0.56 more standard units, respectively. Reduced to 0.277% and 0.253% per hourly

increment.

Considering the number of visitors to the four unique areas and the results of the
experiment indicate that health and social costs will rise by 258,370,096 baht, while sales of

alcoholic beverages will rise by as much as 3,698,396,909 baht.

In conclusion, due to the expansion of alcohol sales in particular tourist areas, the
amount of alcohol consumed in these areas has increased. If the relevant authorities wish to
decrease the amount of alcohol consumed as a result of the expansion of business hours.
Alcohol consumption-related issues can be mitigated through the implementation of tax
measures and the use of tax revenues. Moreover, the majority of consumers in the special
areas are foreign tourists, who typically utilize public transportation. A more convenient

public transportation system should reduce the cost of accidents and medical care.
